대기오염 규제조치 

 

이 항만정보는 미국 캘리포니아 항만에서 적용중인 2020 At-Berth Regulation (2007 At-Berth 

Regulation 개정)에 대한 정보를 제공하기 위해 작성되었으며, 이 규정은 2023년 1월 1일부터 시

행되었습니다. 

 

1. 배경 

2007 At-Berth Regulation 

캘리포니아 대기자원 위원회(California Air 

Resources Board, 이하 CARB)은 2007년 12월, 캘리

포니아 항만에 입항중인 선박에서 운전되는 보조 

디젤기관으로부터의 대기오염 규제조치인 2007 At-

Berth Regulation을 승인하였으며, 이는 2014년 1월 

1일부터 시행되었음. 이 규정은 캘리포니아 항만에 

입항하는 선박들이 실질적으로 육상전력(Shore 

power)을 사용하도록 요구하며, 컨테이너선, 냉동

화물 운반선, 여객선에만 적용됨. 
 

2020 At-Berth Regulation 

2020년 8월 27일, CARB는 2020 At-Berth Regulation (2007 At-Berth Regulation 개정)을 승인하였

으며, 2023년 1월 1일부터 시행됨. 이 규정은 모든 선박에 대한 보고 요건(Reporting of vessel 

visit)을 적용하고, 대기오염 규제조치 적용을 ro-ro선과 tanker로 확대하고, tanker의 보조보일러

에 대한 새로운 요건을 도입함. 
 

2. 목적 (Section 93130.1) 

이는 캘리포니아 항만에 입항하는 모든 미국적 및 외국적의 컨테이너선, 여객선, 냉동화물 운반

선, ro-ro선, tanker의 보조 디젤기관과 tanker의 보조 보일러 운전 시에 발생하는 질소산화물

(NOx), 반응성 유기 가스(ROG), 미립자(PM), 디젤미립자(DPM) 및 온실가스(GHG) 배출을 감축하

기 위함임.

								CONTROL MEASURE FOR OCEAN-GOING VESSELS AT BERTH 
EFFECTIVE January 1st, 2023



								Key things to remember when reporting visit information:

								Under the 2020 At Berth Regulation, operators of ocean-going vessels visiting California ports are required to report their vessel visit information to CARB within 30 calendar days of departure, starting January 1, 2023.

A vessel operator means any person who is in direct control of the vessel. The person in “direct control” is the person who decides where a vessel is to call and is considered a responsible party. The party in direct control of the vessel may be a third-party hired to carry cargo or passengers for the person under a charter agreement to operate the vessel. Direct control does not include the vessel master or any other member of the vessel crew, unless the vessel master or crew member is also a responsible party.
